	

	Here's the programme of this year's Theatre activities at Open'er and a special exbition made in cooperation with the Museum of Modern Art in Warsaw.
For the fourth time - with no funding from the ministries or appropriate institutions, but thanks to Gdynia, the festival host city - Open'er Festival has the pleasure to introduce its theatre and custom-prepared exhibition programme, believing that these activities have become an integral part of the festival, most of all for its participants.
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THEATRE
This year, the festival will feature one of the most important TR Warszawa stagings. The moving 4.48 Psychosis directed by Grzegorz Jarzyna with the excellent role from Magdalena Cielecka and staged for the last time ever: Whatever Happens, I Love You by Przemysław Wojcieszek, with soundtrack by Pustki. 
4.48 Psychosis
One of the most important plays in the Polish theatre of the last two decades, Grzegorz Jarzyna's production based on the drama from British playwright Sarah Kane is a journey into the mind of a young woman who, driven by depression, decides to commit suicide. Here, medical diagnoses stand by declarations of love, psychological advice is clashed with biblical paraphrases and visions of God. It is not a chronicle of dying, but of a heroic struggle for life the protagonist wages, with the indifferent world looking on. Sarah Kane's play is interpreted as the literary testament of the author, who committed suicide in 1999, aged 28. 4.48 Psychosis is her final scream, a cry for help at those who can help. Magda Cielecka's acting is the highlight of the play; she transgresses the boundaries of theatrical convention, portraying the protagonist's drama in a moving and personal way. For the role of Sarah Kane, Magdalena Cielecka received, among others, the prestigious Herald Angel Awards at Edinburgh's International festival.

The play will be staged 4 times, at 1:00 pm and 3:00 pm on July 3 and 4. 
Whatever Happens, I Love You
Whatever Happens, I Love You is a passionate tale of young people who are ready to risk everything for their freedom and feelings. The main characters: Magda (Agnieszka Podsiadlik) and Sugar (Roma Gąsiorowska) discover love that is stigmatised in their world. Despite their homophobic surroundings, they're trying to settle down and build a relationship. To be together, not only do they have to win with intolerance, but most of all, fight their own prejudice and believe in themselves.
The original play from the outstanding film director and playwright Przemysław Wojcieszek demonstrates Poland's new, post-transformation reality, where moral liberalism clashes with the system of traditional values. In the background, the war in Iraq, Polish wild capitalism and work on temporary contracts. Scenes of poetry slam and live music performed by Pustki add extra energy to the play. Although it premiered in 2005, the play is, unfortunately, still meaningful. A few weeks ago, Whatever… had its final stagings at TR Warszawa, so the 4 performances at Open'er are the last chance to see it.

As every year, the theatre programme is curated by Nowy Teatr in Warsaw.
THE EXHIBITION 
After a huge success of last year's exhibition Show Us Your Dreams (over 15,000 visitors), Open'er once again works with Museum of Modern Art in Warsaw, this time to focus on a local theme. NO ONE CAN TAKE OUR YOUTH AWAY! - how Art and Music of the 1980s created the alternative Tricity is an exhibition that depicts the most innovative and varied artistic scene that appeared in Poland in the last decade of the Communist era. Artists and bands from Gdańsk, Sopot and Gdynia created new art and new trends.
The Tricity art was led by male and female artists from the State University of Visual Arts in Gdańsk, including Grzegorz Klaman, Jacek Staniszewski, Piotr Józefowicz, Jerzy Rymar, Andrzej Awsiej & Joanna Kabala, Marek Rogulski, Borys Czernichowski and Jarosław Fliciński. The Totart group, a group of friends creating the avant-garde total art work, was a highlight on its own of the 1980s. When Tricity visual artists penetrated new areas of art, local musicians created new trends in music and fashion, with a strong presence of women in the art world. The Tricity alternative scene was formed by the now cult bands: Apteka, Bielizna, Bóm Wakacje w Rzymie, Call System, Canada, Dzieci Kapitana Klossa, Marilyn Monroe, Oczi Cziorne, Pancerne Rowery and Po Prostu. The bands won over Warsaw and the alternative Jarocin festival, and their mythology was created with the "Gdynia" album.
Although artists and musicians from Gdańsk, Sopot and Gdynia created the most visionary and refined art at the time, the 1980s legacy of these disciplines has not aged well. The excellent art from Tricity is now underrepresented, and the music scene lives on in the memories of its "veterans", with no continuation from the new generation of musicians. This state of things is to change with NO ONE CAN TAKE OUR YOUTH AWAY! exhibition, which aims to restore the due standing and popularity of Tricity art and music in the minds of the younger generation.
