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Art at Heineken Open’er Festival
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„We are already a large European event. Now it is time to stop for a while and think of the next steps. Start creating. Start even more out of our own initiative. Offer a new quality (...) I am sure we are going to succeed. The future of Open'er looks fascinating" - this is how Mikołaj Ziółkowski described a possible changes to the festival a few days before its 10th edition.  What was a plan now becomes reality. It is time to make Open'er space available to more extramusical, artistic activity. We want to talk about art, we want to present it to a multi-thousand audience, we want to change the Gdynia airfield space into a Music & Arts festival. We have planned this project in long term to each year bring our audience modern art works in a unique setting. 
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In 2012, we will concentrate on many genres of art that will make an intensive entry into the festival space. Today, we present two parts of this entirety: a new film programme in Alter Cinema co-created with Planet+ Doc Film Festival as well as Open'er Gallery, inaugurated with a special large-format work by Maurycy Gomulicki. 
PLANETE+ DOC FILM FESTIVAL  in ALTER KINO AT HEINEKEN OPEN’ER FESTIVAL

A selection of the most interesting films from the PLANETE+ DOC film festival schedule will compose this year’s programme of newly created ALTER KINO space. Each coming week, the promoters of both festivals will reveal the films to make it to Alter Cinema.

PLANETE+ DOC is one of the most important documentary festivals in Europe, shaping opinions and giving food for thought on the condition of the world. It was a starting point to the careers of Bartek Konopka’s “Rabbit à la Berlin” and for Polish openings of “Waltz with Bashir”, "Encounters at the End of the World", “The Yes Men Fix the World” or „Cremaster”. The first film festival in Poland to introduce a competition for full-length documentary and the only one to feature a competition for films on ecology (Green Warsaw Award) and grants Amnesty International movie award for the best film on human rights. MAURYCY GOMULICKI THE FIRST ARTIST IN OPEN’ER GALLERY
Maurycy Gomulicki (born 1969) – you can describe him exclusively with p-words: playful, pink, pop-culture, pleasure, paradise, p***y artist, photographer, popular culture anthropologist. A hedonist, who, as he says, consistently promotes The Pleasure Culture. In 2005, Gomulicki designed a network of Erotika Sex Shops in Mexico. The broad audience knows him best from his Pink Not Dead! project, exhibited in 2006, but still living on. Gomulicki has increasingly carried out both ephemeral and permanent projects in public space, like a cheerful, pink neon in Kepa Potocka park in Warsaw - a glass of bubbling soda, which does not advertise anything else than hedonistic pleasure of life (“Lightspurt”, 2009). And such will be the core of his installation space at Heineken Open’er Festival, inaugurating a new scope of artistic activity of the event. Maurycy lives and works alternately in Poland and Mexico, but says it’s Warsaw that had the formative influence on his art. He is currently photographing primitive and brutal prison and seamen’s tattoos. He’s never been to Open’er Festival, but takes it as a challenge to contact and confront the 60-thousand audience.
