
A year ago, the airport hangar, lit with the "MUSEUM" neon and accommodating a video exhibition by Museum of Modern Art in Warsaw became a meeting place for thousands of Open'er festival goers. This year, the Museum returns to Open'er with two projects: ""Projection Propaganda Machine" and "Gdynia under Construction"!

The "Projection Propaganda Machine" will park in the hangar, showing the best in experimental film from Polish 20th and 21st century artists.  The machine, inspired both by revolutionary design of early 20th century, like science-fiction flying machines, will screen hypnotic films from the 500-title Museum movie collection on two giant screens. Designed by young architects from 137kilo atelier, the object, also lit from the inside with projector rays, will resemble a light sculpture. The "Projection Propaganda Machine", prepared by Open'er Festival with the Museum, accustoms the festival goers with different aspects of video art and experimental film and invites them to make their own discovery of the Museum film archives, available on-line for free.
Don't miss out on the five visual treats: "The Other Dimension", a completely unreal abstract works in various techniques, "Transmissions", a selection of surprising artistic actions by Polish artists, using live TV broadcasts, "The Second Life of Pictures" - the best stories in Polish found footage, used by visual artists, "Structures and Senses" - a selection of 1970s highly erotic structural films, and "You Won't See that on MTV" - a selection of Polish alternative music videos made by visual artists.
"Gdynia under Construction" - a series of urban trips

The second project from Open'er and Museum of Modern Art is an invitation to explore Gdynia as a unique modernist city, the essence of Polish dreams of modernity. In cooperation with Gdynia researchers and urban activists, the Museum created a set of urban trips under the name GDYNIA UNDER CONSTRUCTION. The participants will have the chance to explore the monuments of rationalist technical thought: the port, the shipyard and their back-up facilities, clashed with the fantasy of artists, architects and photographers, who did not only create an actual city, but also its Utopian myth, an image of a metropolis on the brink of the real life and a dream. What was the dark side of the city, engrossed in the wild capitalist fever? You can find it out, visiting places with mysterious names: "China", "Budapest", "the Old Warsaw". Gdynian architects, artists, sociologists, monument experts and "casual" habitants will be your city guides. Places usually closed for the public will open their doors just for the Open'er audience.
Meeting point for Gdynia Under Construction walks: outside Gdynia Główna Station at 12:00 noon, 2:00 pm and 4:00 pm on festival days.
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
