With hyms like “Chime” or ”Halcyon”, they played one of the most important performances in the history of Glastonbury in June 1994. Toro y Moi

Some psychedelic, layered effects, dreamy synth passages and playful vocals. This is chillwave in a nutshell, and Toro y Moi are its pioneers. Their debut album “Causers Of This” defined the framework for journalists and artists interested in the new genre. On the second record, “Underneath The Pine”, released in February 2011, Toro y Moi started to explore funk, reverbs hawe given room for groove, and the songs gained a hint of pop.
