The LP "Against The Sun" was released in Poland in April and this time, Rykarda turned to American soul and French pop. Apart from three solo records, the singer has recorded an album with Polish supergroup Heart & Soul.

	Stroon is a Slovakian electronic music producer, who feels most comfortable in post-dubstep. He usually collaborates with different groups and projects, like Slovakian superstars PPE, but concentrates most of all on his solo career, which has already brought three EPs and some singles, including the most recent one, "Krakow".

	Kim Nowak seemed to be a one-off side project for Waglewski brothers, usually working with their hip-hop projects. Lucklilly, they became a full-time group, who followed their great debut with an even better, darker release "Wilk", which they'll bring to Open’er.

	L.U.C and Motion Trio will be Open’er's live premiere. What put the world-famous accordion trio with the musically hyperactive L.U.C? First, they met by chance at a hotel, and then took a step-by-step artistic path to find unusual musical solutions, finally releasing the album "Nic Się nie Stało”.
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	Vienio (Profil Pokoleń)
	 

	Kapitan Nemo, Tomek Lipiński, Dezerter and Kodym (Apteka) are all guests invited by Vienio, the co-founder member of Molesta, rapper and journalist, to collaborate on his new solo album"Profil Pokoleń”. The release is a result of Vienio's meetings with musicians that shook the Polish scene in the 1980s - the times of his childhood - and a will to make a creative adaptation of their conversation topics from the past few years.  "Why not make a hip-hop follow-up to some topics that your older buddies tackled in their lyrics?" The LP answers this question.

	As this year's Open'er key visual is a grass ball, we absolutely had to inscribe Łąki Łan into it, especially when the gents have proven more than once that the Gdynia airport is their natural habitat. This time, they'll bring their album "Armanda", released late in 2012, to give us a dose of their Slavic-intergalactic sound.

	The Open'er audience had a chance to see both Ballady i Romanse and Igor Boxx of Skalpel on Open'er stages. This year, the musicians will meet in the same time and place, although with a very different repertoire. Boxx has prepared club versions of songs from Warsaw duo. Igor's sounds add extra texture to Ballady's instrumental line-up with their rocking groove and electronic touch. They'll make you dance like never before.

	"The Sun", the first premiere song from Sorry Boys in two years, shows a new direction in their sound. You can hear hints of Bat For Lashes, Niki & The Dove, or even Kate Bush. Welcoming Sorry Boys to Open’er for the first time, we can't wait for them to release their new record.

	Fismoll is a classic singer/songwriter. The 19-year-old artist of Polish and Scandinavian origin is earning more and more fans each day, already counting Katarzyna Nosowska among them. His single "Let's Play Birds" introduces the debut album "At Glade", to be released on June 18. Will we really have a Polish Bon Iver?

	A new project on the Polish scene, yet very successful both locally and abroad (they toured the UK with Hawkwind). hipiersoniK are inspired by cyber-punk culture, both in their music and lyrics. Their debut album "czarna skrzynka" comprises nine songs with lyrics inspired by the masters of science fiction prose, most of all Philip K. Dick.

	How many Polish bands had a chance to appear on cult American KEXP radio? Lilly Hates Roses is the only one we know. The Poznań-Toruń duo records their debut album with Maciek Cieślak (Ścianka). The release is out after Open'er, at the end of July 2013. The inspirations include The National, Death Cab For Cutie and Sufjan Stevens.
