	Crystal Fighters

	After their debut, Crystal Fighters took the world's best festivals by storm. With their unpredictable performances, they became well known as one of the most energetic electronic bands. Crystal Fighters are not afraid of mixing different styles and emotions. So it was from the very beginning, since the first singles released by the Parisian label Kitsuné Music. "I Love London" and "Xtatic Truth" appeared on consecutive parts of prestigious compilation "Kitsuné Maison". Despite good terms with the label, the band released the first LP "Star of Love" on their own label Zorkulo, as they will do with their second effort, "Cave Rave". It was recorded in Los Angeles and is due for release on May 27. Open'er, the festival that started Crystal Fighters fever in Poland, is an excellent opportunity to try out the new material.

	 

	Matisyahu

	For years, Matisyahu has been one of the most popular and outstanding artists on the reggae scene, both because of his talent and his religion. A few years ago, he's been confusing the audience appearing on stage in a kippah and with an Othodox Jewish beard, rapping about his strong faith in God. His recent photo without yarmulkah, with bleached blond hair sparked a discussion and marked his changing approach. A few months later, he announced "the end of an Orthodox reggae star" in a short letter to fans. Thus, he wants not only to quit with his former image, but also reflect a change in sound. His last year's LP "Spark Seeker" may be EDM-influenced, but it's still Matisyahu, with his strong faith and incredible energy live.

	 

	Transmisja

	A band fully meriting the adjective "cult". Formed in Poland in the early 1990s in the Varsavian district of Grochów, they were one of the most influential ska/reggae crews. The band will not only play the audience's favourite cuts from their legendary albums "Lekkie Uderzenie” and "Lekkie Urojenie”, but also show some of the new material they've been working on recently after coming back together.

	 

	UL/KR

	"Ament" is a second album from UL/KR. Thanks to it, the total listening time of the band has expanded to 50 minutes and we bot another exquisite record from the duo. After their last year's debut, which secured them a place in end-of-the-year listings, band members Błażej and Maurycy have surprised the audience, selling out the entire CD pressing of "Ament" even before the official premiere. A lot happens in their music, so we had no doubt they have to return to Open'er one year after their first appearance.

	 

	Mikromusic

	For Mikromusic, their new record "Piękny Koniec" is not the beautiful ending, but a new beginning, contrary to what the title suggests. On the scene for over a decade, with positive reviews for three previous albums, they Wrocław band suddenly got into the mainstream audiences with the single "Takiego Chłopaka".

	 

	Skubas

	Skubas is a singer with an unusual, unmistakeable voice. His music are atmospheric, acoustic guitars with a pinch of grunge and folk. In his songs, he weaves fuzzy guitar riffs with melancholic vocals into nostalgic, melancholic songs, resonating and deep in a live experience. He released his debut album "Wilczełyko" last year.

	 

	Domowe Melodie

	A phenomenon. Their home-made YouTube videos were watched by hundreds of thousands of viewers. Their album was also home-made, not even released on their own label. With no airplay in large media, they still sell out every concert. Their music can be described as urban folk, but not cheesy, with references to songwriting tradition and with a strong sense of humour. 

	 

	Kixnare

	Polish electronic music has been doing great recently. Originally a hip-hop artist, he incorporates more and more synthetic sounds, also on his recently released LP "Red". The single "Gucci Dough" is one of the Polish songs of the year. Recording for globally renowned U Know Me Records, Kixnare will perform as a live act at Open'er.
