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Art at Heineken Open’er Festival: Act 2

On July 4-7 at Gdynia – Kosakowo airfield, we will have the pleasure to introduce an extended formula of the festival: Heineken Open’er Music and Arts Festival. As each year, dozens of thousands of festival goers will take part in concerts, but also in theatrical performances in cooperation with Nowy Teatr and in best documentaries within Planet+ Doc Film Festival in Alter Kino. One of our cult bunkers will be adapted to host Museum of Contemporary Art in Warsaw and show the most interesting video works and installations inspired by music. A yet secret festival installation prepared by Maurycy Gomulicki will tower the festival to inaugurate the Open’er Gallery, which we would like to develop over the next few years, cooperating with Poland’s most important artists. All the exceptional art in one place – at Open’er only!
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The Museum of Contemporary Art in Warsaw joins Open’er Festival

We are pleased to announce that The Museum of Modern Art in Warsaw joins Open’er Festival – together, we'll show music as seen by art! The festival goers will meet spectacular video installations on music and sound in an unusual screening room (designed by Grupa Projektowa Centralna), adopted from a bunker. They will also have a chance to see videos made by best visual artists for the bands they befriend (i.e. a unique set of videos for Sonic Youth).  Although the large Museum building designed by Swiss architect Christian Kerez is still a matter of the future, the Museum is busy running exhibitions and meetings, lectures and film screenings.    

Museum's presence can be found all around Warsaw.  Exhibitions and artistic projects prepared by the Museum have also been shown in Tokyo, Moscow, Berlin and Brussels. Later this year, New York's MoMA will host a large exhibition of Alina Szapocznikow's sculptures, prepared by the Museum. 
Nowy Teatr in Warsaw at Open’er Festival!
This year, we invited one of the most influential theatres in Poland, Nowy Teatr (or The New Theatre). In cooperation with Open'er Festival, Nowy Teatr will show its curator suggestion composed with multiple novelty projects that not only enter into discussion with important social topics, but also question the boundaries of theatre. The artists to take part in the first theatrical edition of Open'er Festival count among themselves the director Krzysztof Warlikowski and international theatre collective. Soon, we will announce more details of the programme.

Nowy Teatr, an institution of culture in the Capital City of Warsaw, is created by director Krzysztof Warlikowski and his collaborators. The artistic crew is composed of leading Polish actors. Nowy, dubbed by the media “the ambassador of Polish art”, is one of the institutions with greatest international presence. 

It is largely due to the activity of Krzysztof Warlikowski, whose 2002 production of Sarah Kane’s Cleansed at the Festival d’Avignon, France and the Festival de Théâtre des Amériques in Montreal, Canada received wide acclaim. Among his most famous productions are also The Dybbuk after S. An-ski and Hanna Krall which was presented at BAM’s 2004 Next Wave Festival, USA and Hanoch Levin's Krum which was presented at BAM in 2007. Both of these productions premiered at TR Warszawa, the theater he collaborated with from 1999 until 2007. In 2007 he returned to the Festival d’Avignon directing Tony Kushner’s Angels in America. 

 Krzysztof Warlikowski is a winner of numerous awards, including Golden Yorick Award of the Theatrum Gedanense Foundation for the Best Shakespeare Production (2003), Konrad Laurels and the Award of the French Theatre Critics' Union. In 2004 he received the French title of Chevalier de l’Ordre des Arts et de Lettres. In May 2008, New York’s Village Voice gave Krzysztof Warlikowski its Obie Award for the direction of Krum by Hanoch Levin, presented at BAM’s 25th Next Wave Festival. A separate field of Krzysztof Warlikowski’s work involves opera including collaborations with Warsaw's Teatr Wielki – Opera Narodowa (Poland’s National Opera) and the Paris National Opera. He will soon direct at the New York City Opera.
