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Today’s announcement matches the classic and the modern. New Order, the band to link New Wave and the rave explosion, and Jamie Woon, a young representative of soul and electronica, will play in Gdynia in July. 
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New Order

New Order formed in 1980 after the death of Ian Curtis, lead singer of the now legendary Manchester band Joy Division, and quickly went on to become one of the most critically acclaimed and highly influential bands of the 1980s, with the 1983 hit “Blue Monday” becoming the bestselling dance track of all time. The debut “Movement” was musically close to Joy Division, but “Blue Monday” and the album "Power, Corruption & Lies", released in 1983, turned the music around. They kept the pace during the next 6 years, releasing three classical albums:  "Low-Life"; "Brotherhood" and "Technique". The latter, recorded on Ibiza in the fashionable acid house style, made New Order’s important contribution to the movement, later known as rave. After a couple of years on hiatus, the band returned with the hit album “Get Ready”. After releasing “Waiting For The Sirens Call”, the last New Order’s release as of now, Peter Hook left the band. Another reactivation took place in 2011. With the new line-up, New Order played a series of sold-out shows, and take off to European festivals this summer. We are proud to announce Heineken Open’er as one of them!

Jamie Woon

He turns 29 tomorrow. A year ago, he released his debut album “Mirrorwriting”, ideally fitting in the post-dubstep current, as opposed to sonic noises.  The warm soul sound, mixed with electronica, bring James Blake to mind. Hovewer, “Lady Luck” and “Night Air” are far more linear than the deconstructed compositions by Blake. The success of “Mirrorwriting” depended not only on Woon’s talent – BRIT School graduate, but also on the co-producer, a certain Will Bevan, better known to electronica fans as Burial. Scarce publication makes all his music much anticipated, and so happens with Woon's singles. This with no doubt helped promote the album, yet, Woon plays a key role on "Mirrorwriting”. He wrote, after all, the material for “Mirrorwriting” in different styles, using both samplers and acoustic guitars whilst recording, and adding the final touch with his unique vocals. Therefore, it’s no surprise that Woon was nominated for BBC Sound Of 2011.  Jamie is still surely one of the best debuts of recent years, with large scope of interest, which is proven by an interesting remix of Lana Del Rey’s “Video Games”. Those who had a chance to see Jamie Woon live know that he is just as comfortable fronting a band and performing alone, with his guitar and voice as instruments. Which version of Jamie Woon will you like more at Open'er - the first confirmed performance this summer?
