	Three years ago, the Chromeo duo closed the jubilee Open'er Festival edition with an enormous party on Tent Stage. This year, they make their return to Gdynia with the new album "White Women". The LP, scheduled to premiere on May 11, will not bring a revolution in the sound, but it's a steady and successful strategy for electrofunk - the genre in which Chromeo excel - to take over the musical world. Guests on their new album include Solange, Ezra of Vampire Weekend and Toro y Moi. We're not worried about hits - the likes of "Tenderoni" or "Don't Turn the Lights On", and neither are we worried about their concert shape: they've proven it a few days ago at Coachella. The only worry is our own fitness, but we still have the chance to work on it until July 4.

	Maya Jane Coles
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	She's one of the most acclaimed female DJs and producers. She stormed onto the scene in 2010 and since then, has had no bad season. She made her own compilation in the prestigious "Fabric" series, putting her name to its celebratory 75th edition. Then, she compiled Dj Kicks for !K7 Records, also playing a superb set in Boiler Room. In other words, over the past few years, she did all it takes to be popular in the club electronica universe. Last year, she released her debut album "Comfort", giving her fans a solid dose of deep house - the genre in which she feels most comfortable. Maya Jane Coles plays Beat Stage on July 3.
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	Karen Marie Ørsted goes in the business by the name MØ [pronounced: moo], meaning "maiden". In fact, Ørsted is everything but an innocent girlie, she's a fully self-aware young artist. She equalized her childhood fascination with Spice Girls pop with alternative riot from Sonic Youth, Black Flag and Yeah Yeah Yeahs.  Critics often position her along fellow Scandinavian and this year's Open’er artist Lykke Li, as well as Lana del Rey or Grimes. After touring the entire world with an electro-punk band, she decided to follow her own path, for good towards electronica. She earned support from the likes of Avicii and Major Lazer, whom she accompanied on tour.  Her singles, the swinging "Don't Wanna Dance" and Diplo-produced, danceable "XXX 88" preceded her critically acclaimed debut album "No Mythologies To Follow", released in March 2014. Already famous for her energetic live shows, MØ will perform one of them, her first ever one in Poland, at Open’er Festival.

	Royal Blood
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	Could a band's career start with a t-shirt? Sure, if an Arctic Monkey wears it onstage at Glastonbury Fetival. Royal Blood first came to the music fans' attention thanks to Monkeys' drummer Matt Helders T-shirt choice. If you wanted to dig deeper, you could find out that Royal Blood hail from Brighton, are a rhythm section duo (just bass and drums), and their debut single was to be released in November 2013. They were listed for BBC Sound Of 2014, were confirmed as the support act during the Arctic Monkeys' two massive gigs in London't Finsbury Park, did a solo tour of the UK and are currently recording their debut album for Warner Music. A few months ago, a reviewer with The Guardian predicted they were going to “blow away festival crowds next summer.” We’ll find out about that at Open’er!

	Jagwar Ma
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	They recorded their debut album in an empty farm two hours south of Paris. They spent their breaks cycling in fields of sunflowers, listening to twisted electronica from Aphex Twin and Autechre and eating copious amounts of cheese. It sounds like taken from a "Record an album in the best surroundings on Earth", but it's true and not so obvious when we're talking about a band from... Australia. They came together in Sydney when Jono Ma and Gabriel Winterfield bonded over a mutual passion of melody and experimental beats. Everyone who listened to their first album, "Howlin'", knows that over a few years of their activity, Jagwar Ma didn't lose any of these abilities, only developing them. Released last summer, "Howlin'" is a trip through Australian beaches, Berlin clubs and the aforementioned French sunflower fields, psychedelic enough to suspect that what fuelled it might not've been entirely legal. Jagwar Ma have quickly scored a status of one of the best debuts of 2013, jumped onto the bandwagon with The xx and Foals, confirming their class this year at numerous festivals. They perform on Open’er’s ALTER STAGE.

	Artur Rojek 
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	On one hand, this return was a sure shot, on the other, it brought the risk of rejection and misunderstanding that often follow when you get something different from what you expected. With his solo debut "Składam się z ciągłych powtórzeń", Artur Rojek made it clear that he didn't want to come back to the days of his former band - Myslovitz, and he is in a completely different musical place than with the former outfit. The revolution started with single "Beksa", which made it clear that Rojek's reinvention was a success. It scored #1 on the taste-making Polish Radio 3 charts and gained endless positive reviews, as well as sold-out concerts.

	Kuroma
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	Kuroma are closely knit to this year's Open’er stars MGMT: for years, Kuroma members have been a part of MGMT's live line-up. In 2013, they played nearly 60 live dates together, opening for the authors of "Kids", yet also shared the stage with Primal Scream or Tame Impala. They recently finished recording their sophomore album "Kuromarama”, produced by MGMT's Benjamin Goldwasser.

	Kari
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	Last month, Kari enchanted BBC Radio 1 DJs and audience with songs from her new album. Altough focusing on her international career, Kari doesn't forget her home audience, who’s still in love with her last year's album "Wounds And Bruises". Critics and listeners appreciated the stark contrasts between powerful rhythms and subtle melodies, the reality and the spirit, strength and vulnerability, courage and calmness. Kari's charismatic vocals meanders between a vast array of sounds: from tribal beats to electro and 80s-indebted melodies.

			
	Rasmentalism & Marcinkowski Quintet
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	A classic duo of an MC (Ras) and a producer (Ment XXL), Rasmentalism have been around since 2006. Over 6 years, they recorded three well-received albums: "Dobra muzyka ładne życie", "Duże Rzeczy" feat. W.E.N.A. and "Hotel Trzygwiazdkowy”, but it was the most recent one, the first non-underground LP "Za młodzi na Heroda" that turned them into real stars, both on the rap scene and outside it.

	Mooryc
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	Polish electronica has long been one of the country's best export goods, and Mooryc is another act to confirm that rule. In a few months, the influential German label BPitch Control releases an album by his project with Douglas Greed, Eating Snow. Eating Snow is, after all, just a snippet of Mooryc's career: he also releases solo albums, remixes, writes the score to films and theatre plays, and even collaborates with a contemporary music orchestra. He lives in Berlin.

	Pablopavo i Ludziki
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	Pablopavo is the Open'er die-hard. With enthusiastic reviews of his new album "Polor", featuring the hit single "Dancingowa Piosenka Miłosna", this poet of Warsaw folklore, an unusual teller of true-to-life stories, makes his return to Open'er Festival.

	Coldair
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	Coldair, a one-man project by Tobiasz Biliński, has just returned from a nearly month-long tour of the US.  Earlier on, he toured all over Europe to promote his new album, "Whose Blood".  True to the DIY philosophy, his solo shows are a gentle mixture of computer loops, guitar and vocals.

	Eric Shoves Them In His Pockets
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	Eric Shoves Them In His Pockets claim that they wanted to play sad songs, yet, they turned out happy.  They were not to be a rock band, but kind of feel like one.  The debut album from the Warsaw trio, "Walk It Off", was released last autumn, but it's the midsummer that truly is a perfect timing for their music. 

	Hatti Vatti
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	An eclectic mix of nostalgic 80s electronica, minimalist drum'n'bass, up to their own version of footwork - this is how Hatti Vatti describes his music. Over just a few months, he made two major releases, and one of his songs was remixed by Andy Stott himself. At Open'er, he'll be accompanied by Lady Katee.

	Fair Weather Friends
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	Do you still remember Open'er's Young Talents Stage? This band does for sure: for them, it was the first encounter with the festival matter. Now, they're readying their debut album for September 2014, testing the premiere songs during live shows and accumulating only positive reviews.
